Narrative Analysis of Qualitative Data 
 

The 2009-2010 Needs Assessment was conducted in spring 2009.  School systems categorized 
needs according to 1) Critical need, 2) Needed but not critical, and  
3) Not needed by our school system.  The needs identified in the categories below were either 
“critical need” or “needed but not critical” to the systems.  In the Professional Learning 
category, Best Practices in Math and Science, and Differentiated Instruction were identified.  
The English Language Learners Services requested were ELL Professional Learning for 
Teachers and Spanish for Educators.  Economically Disadvantaged Student Services are 
Differentiated Instruction and Understanding the Effects of Poverty on Student Learning. 
 
Special Education Services included Co-Teaching, Scheduling for Special Education, and 
Struggling Learners.   School Improvement Services were Awareness Walks, School 
Improvement Planning, and Test Score/Data Analysis.  Endorsements included ESOL, Gifted, 
TSS and Reading.  Cross-Systems Collaboration Services included Curriculum 
Directors/GACIS, Counselors, ESOL Teachers, Graduation Coaches, Media Specialists, Pre-
School Special Needs Teachers, School Psychologists, Special Education Directors, Speech 
Language Pathologists, SST Directors/Coordinators, Teachers of Gifted and Transportation 
Directors.  Finally, Technical Services are Audio/Visual, Computer Services, Copy 
Repair/Service, General Repairs and Printing.  North Georgia RESA provides all the above 
services to the systems via different formats, i.e. professional learning face-to-face, online, 
video, resources, or contract services.  
 
A Pulse Check or Satisfaction Survey of RESA services was conducted in spring 2008.  
Systems were asked to rate your school system’s satisfaction with the services provided by 
North Georgia RESA in assisting your system to meet the criteria that were identified 
“need/critical need” for our system by the 2008-2009 Needs Assessment.  Categories of services 
provided were professional learning, school improvement, endorsements, cross-system 
collaboration, special education, and technical services.  All categories received a rating of 
“agree” or “strongly agree” that North Georgia RESA had met the “need/critical need” of 
services requested in the 2008-2009 Needs Assessment.   
 
A Summary of GAPSS Review Target Areas was compiled.  Thirty + schools in the North 
Georgia RESA district participated in GAPSS Reviews from 2006-2009.  Three of the seven 
school districts had a GAPSS Review in every school in their district.  The Target Area 
recommendations were made by the GAPSS Review Team following the review.  Reviewers 
looked for key actions to be taken by the school administrators or faculty that included two or 
more of the 8 strands of the GAPSS.  The strands are: Curriculum; Assessment; Instruction; 
Planning and Organization; Student, Family and Community; Professional Learning; 
Leadership; and School Culture.  The key actions designated as target areas identified in the 
strands were used to drive the Next Steps implemented in the school after the GAPSS Review. 
 
In the North GA RESA schools, several target areas were identified that apply to most schools. 
The Target Areas identified included monitoring, collaboration, Georgia Performance 
Standards (GPS) implementation, higher order thinking skills, differentiated instruction and 



assessment.  Monitoring is the first target area.   An administrator or a designee should 
monitor: 1) curriculum implementation, 2) school improvement plans, 3) research based 
instructional strategies, 4) student progress, 5) professional learning effectiveness, 6) teacher 
meetings during common planning time.  Collaboration is the second target area.  
Collaboration is essential between teachers and administrators about: 1) the content of weekly 
meetings,  
2) the development of common balanced assessments, 3) rigorous student work, and 4) 
designing and adjusting instruction based on data. 
 
Implementation of GPS is a third target area.  Implementation involves: 1) teaching all the 
GPS in a content area or grade level, 2) providing specific feedback to students using GPS 
terminology, 3) engaging students in GPS performance tasks and assessments, 4) providing 
GPS professional learning for all teachers, and 5) developing GPS aligned rubrics.  Higher 
order thinking skills and processes are the fourth target area.  The skills include: 1) 
comparison, 2) classification, 3) analysis of perspectives, and induction.  The processes include: 
1) investigation, 2) problem solving, 3) decision making, and 4) systems analysis.   
 
Differentiated instruction is the fifth target area and it is provided to support students 
according to their instructional needs.  It includes modification of content, process, product, 
and learning environment based upon students’: 1) readiness level, 2) learning styles, 3) 
interests, and 4) background knowledge.  Assessment is the sixth target area.  Teachers must 
align assessments with the GPS and use assessments to adjust instruction to meet student 
learning needs.  A variety of assessment techniques must be used.  These include: 1) diagnostic 
assessment, 2) formative assessments, 3) summative assessments, and 4) balanced assessment.   
The Target Areas of monitoring, collaboration, Georgia Performance Standards (GPS) 
implementation, higher order thinking skills, differentiated instruction and assessment guide 
the work of schools and North Georgia RESA in providing services to schools as a result of the 
GAPSS Reviews.
